Fallopia japonica is a synonym of Reynoutria japonica, commonly known as Japanese knotweed, a large,
herbaceous perennial plant of the knotweed and buckwheat family Polygonaceae. It is native to East Asia in Japan,
China and Korea. Other English names for Japanese knotweed include fleece flower, Himalayan fleece vine,

monkey weed, monkey fungus, Hancock's curse, elephant ears, pea shooters, donkey rhubarb, sally rhubarb,
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source of resveratrol, which is considered to have a number of beneficial effects, including anticancer, antioxidative
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Japanese bamboo, American bamboo, and Mexican bamboo. In Chinese medicine, it is known as Huzhang, which

translates to "tiger stick”

The root of Japanese Knotweed is richer in resveratrol than any other known plant and now it is the primary natural
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
